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We have started our next theme on “Me, My Family, and My Community”. Currently, we have been engaged in many literacy and numeracy activities using their names. I have created “name kits” for each student. This is to help them with recognizing both upper & lowercase letters in their names and the sounds each letter makes. Ask your child about some of the activities that are in his/her kit.





 We’ve combined Math with Language Arts this week. We created a graph of how many letters are in each child’s name. Ask your child how many letters are in his/her name.
