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As a part of our Social Studies unit of “December Celebrations, we went on “magic carpet rides” to other countries to learn a little bit more about other celebrations. We hopped onto our “magic carpet” and flew to three different destinations. Ask your child where we “flew” and what celebrations we learned about. We read some books to find out more information about these celebrations and compared what was the same about them and Christmas and what was different. 


Ask your child what we learned. 


We learned about Los Posadas in Mexico and learned to say “Merry Christmas” in Spanish. Ask your child to say it to you. We had fun using a Mexican sombrero to do the Mexican Hat Dance. Hannukah was another celebration we learned about. We listened to the Dreidel Song and many of the children have enjoyed spinning the dreidels. We learned about the Kwanza celebration and enjoyed the dance song that we learned!
