September 30th is a day when we honour the thousands of Aboriginal students who were taken from their homes and sent to Residential School. We talked about this at a very basic level – about how we would miss our families and how we are so lucky to go to a school near our homes and to see our families every day! We discussed what we love about coming to school. Together we brainstormed words expressing how WE feel when we’re at school. The children each made a paper feather and then they chose a word to describe how they feel when they’re here. Ask your child what word s/he chose.
