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As a part of our Fall Changes theme we have focused on what happens to trees and leaves during the season. The children each sponge-painted fall trees. Ask your child how s/he did it and the colours that s/he used. Our Fall theme also focused on our trip to the Salmon Run. We have completed our mural this week. Ask your child what s/he painted for our class ‘salmon run’. Our Discovery Table transformed this week. Previously we had loose parts to create Fall trees; however, this week the children had opportunities to use new loose parts to create salmon habitat. Ask your child about it.
